Drive-Up and Retaining Wall Update! 
We are excited to share that construction to repair, re-work, and re-open our retaining wall and drive-up are 
underway!  We are so pleased with the work and direction of all of our engineer and construction partners.  

The re-work will include the widening of the loop and reinforcement of the retaining wall.  Additionally, the 
traffic flow will reverse from a clockwise direction to a counterclockwise flow, utilizing a tube system to conduct 
transactions. This change will make the traffic pattern much easier to navigate and promote safety and ease of 
use for our membership.  

As with all construction projects, weather is a huge factor in how long it will take to complete the project.  We 
are hopeful that the project will be complete “before the snow flies”, but can’t say for sure. 

Thank you to all our members for your patience and understanding while the credit union completed extensive 
research to ensure that the new drive-up and wall are the best long-term solution for our members.
